3. Asbestos Abatement Methods and Disposal
(24%)
e Encapsulation and encasement
e Contamination prevention procedures
e Asbestos-containing material
transportation and disposal

4. Documentation (7%)
e Health records
e Site activity records

5. Safety (17%)
e Personnel and job site safety
e Personal protective equipment (PPE)
requirements
e Air sample collection
